In Autumn 1922, in front of Mussolini, the First Gran Premio dôItalia was held, the ñInaugural Raceò 
to celebrate the opening of the brand new Monza Autodrome, which had been built in record time:  
in pole position were a Diatto, a Bugatti and a Fiat. 
To celebrate the 80th anniversary of the Inaugural Race at Monza, in November 2002 the same 
line-up as the first Gran Premio dôItalia - Diatto, Bugatti and Fiat ï raced against each other, an 
event which was enthusiastically reported by the sports press.
